Maroons Have Record Season

Paced by the pass-pitching wizardry of
John Kulakowski and the running artistry
of Kerry Richards, the Maroons opened
their 1952 season on September 13 with a
convincing 26-14 win over St. Clair, Rich-
ards, Ollin, Lorah and Reed scored touch-
downs. The unbeaten Maroons came
through with an easy 20-6 win over Blythe.
Kerry Richards stood out with two touch-
downs while Frankie Reed did some fine
pass-catching.

Dave Morgan raced 55 yards for a win-
ning Mt. Carmel touchdown. An aggressive
Minersville team proved to be too much
for the Maroons on October 3. Mahanoy
was held scoreless and, outplayed, went
down in defeat. Vince Santrelli was high
for the Miners with two tallies. The Ma-
roons were certainly in rare form for the
Blue Raiders. Walinchus, Reed and Rich-
ards scored.

Kerry Richards paced Mahanoy to its sec-
ond straight win on October 17 at Ashland
by scoring two touchdowns. Kerry, who
romped 98 yards for his first score on an
interception was really the man-of-the-
hour. His second score came on a plunge
from the seven-yard line. An underdog, but
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inspired Frackville team, gave its most sterl-
ing performance of the year by holding the
Maroons to a 6-0 score.

It took Joe Pilconis nine years to watch
his Maroons score a win over Coaldale but
our hustling bunch proved too much for the
Tigers. Richards, Ollin, McKerns and Si-
moes all scored touchdowns. Kerry Rich-
ards and Frank Ollin scored a pair of touch-
downs to lead the Maroons’ offense against
the Schuylkill Haven Hurricanes. The Ma-
roons’ linemen made key blocks in all four
scores.

Playing on a field of water and mud, the
Maroons were held to a 7-7 deadlock in the
game with Shenandoah on November 22.
Richards and Joe Katolik, of Shenandoah,
were voted outstanding players while
Frankie Reed scored the only touchdown.

The Maroons, closing one of the most
successful seasons in the history of MCHS,
beat a weak Gilberton eleven to the tune of
34-6. Richards, Reed, Ollin and Lorah
scored for the Maroons, while Pete Miller
made the Ducktowners’ only score. The
season was finished with eight wins, two
losses and one tie and plenty of good foot-

ball.
